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The Turning Point review:
Duplass in the streets and
Hitchcock in the sheets
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We love being fooled by films. There's nothing quite like scratching your head through the
end credits, wondering why you didn't see the damn twist coming. It makes you feel like a
boxer who's been beaten by a better and technically superior opponent. You grudgingly
shake hands, before realising that everything — including that round where your opponent
faked an injury to make you feel invincible — was a smokescreen. A giant red herring. A
sucker punch. In fact, your opponent counted on you being comfortable all the time, until
you weren't. And then you belatedly realise how profound and in-plain-sight the plan was.
You just didn't see it coming because you are a certain kind of person who has trained



with similar people. The Turning Point, a seemingly slight Italian-language film (La svolta)
directed by Riccardo Antonaroli, is that sort of opponent. It reminded me of the opening
monologue about magic tricks from The Prestige, a film by a director whose early work can
be seen in Antonaroli's narrative control and conceit.

For anyone who has watched enough loner movies, the bond between the two men is too
good to be true — because it probably is. The situation is unlikely. All the signs point
towards this being a psychological drama about a loser battling his depression by writing a
fictional comic book story. Jack can't be real, right? He's too jumpy, too empathetic, too
invested in Ludovico. He gets too attached too soon. Jack is likely the art that rescues an
artist from certain self-destruction. In the beginning, Ludovico even wants to show his
father his work, but he shies away out of shame. What's fascinating is that the film expects
us to think in this direction. And goes along with it. As do the actors. The opening shot
hints at the psychological/fantasy angle, too: A camera drifts through an Italian town and
swoops down on Ludovico's window in a sea of buildings. There's a clock tower facing his
flat. These are surely vignettes of a story within a story. This is how Ludovico sees the
world.

We learn of the film's conceit only in the last shot. But the twist isn't like any other twist. It's
the kind that challenges our preconceived notions about storytelling and protagonists;
about fragile characters and mental health biases; about the relationship between film and
the kind of people films are made about. For much of its length, The Turning Point counts
on being what the viewer wants it to be: A story about a weak boy turning into a confident
man. But if we look closely, it was there all along. There is a hint in the way the narrative
expands beyond the two men in the apartment — to the loan shark boss, his disgruntled
henchmen, his psychopathic hitman, their efforts to track down Jack. | considered these
peripheral events to be a fertile, well-rounded consequence of Ludovico's imagination —
his world-building and design perhaps. Maybe the others were inserted to make us
question whether this is a psychological drama at all: a double bluff on our double bluff.

But boy, was | wrong. I'm not annoyed either, because eventually it makes total sense. It
preys on the average viewer's blind spot — we see meek and morally upright characters in
need of help, and immediately visualise an underdog story. We see them as real people
that deserve to be rescued and elevated by books and screens. Mental health discourse
has been invisiblised for so long that it's only natural to recognise, and formalise, any sign
of it today. The film-making of The Turning Point reiterates this instinct by opening with
Ludovico and his life. Jack comes in later. What happens after that, though, is both a
renovation of narrative grammar and a triumph of mental sparring. It could have gone
awfully wrong, evidence of which lies in that jarring The Newsroom episode about Will
McAvoy hanging out with the ghost of his young father in prison. Instead, this opponent
lifts us off the bloody mat, pats our backs and thanks us for being part of an engrossing
duel. There is dignity and no disgrace in losing to the gamesmanship of a film like The
Turning Point. We need more champions who don't look like champions. That's half the
battle won for a gimmicky genre that has been long abused by student films and '90s
psychological thrillers. As it turns out, the mind still has some demons left to flaunt.
Because bruises — just like beauty — lie in the eyes of the beholder.

LA TRAMA

"Punto de inflexion' ('La Svolta') marca el momento en el que Jack (Lattanzi) da el golpe de su vida y
le roba a uno de los alfiles de un delincuente de alto rango. Y en una huida fallida termina
metiéndose en el departamento de Ludovico (Pacitto), un joven retraido que despunta su vicio
dibujando animé y escapando de la vida que suefa. Arranca como una falsa toma de rehenes o una
invasion a la propiedad privada y va virando por senderos insospechados que intentan despistar a
quienes lo buscan frenéticamente.

Der
Wendepunkt interessiert sich in erster Linie fir die Figuren und ihre Dynamik, verbunden
mit der Entwicklung, welche die ungewohnliche Freundschaft fur beide bedeutet. Das hat
schon einen gewissen Wohlftihlfaktor, verpackt in eine Genrehulle. Das ist fir ein Publikum
eher weniger interessant, das die ganz groBe Spannung sucht. Wer aber auf der Suche
nach einem Charakterdrama im kriminellen Umfeld ist, der kann es hiermit durchaus
versuchen.

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Is The Turning Point A True Story?
Where Was It Filmed?

Helmed by Riccardo Antonaroli in his feature debut, the crime drama

movie ‘The Turning Point’ (‘La Svolta’) is, above all, a celebration of
solitude. In a loner’s apartment, a criminal finds a perfect place to hide from
the law. The loner plays along, and in the course of the journey, the two men
form an amicable bond. Now, Jack, the kidnapper, knows that he is a vicious
man, and it is better to be alone than to stay with him. On the other hand, the
loner copes with stifling depression.

Following its premiere at Torino Film Festival, the movie demanded attention
from fans and critics due to its humorous script, seamless performances, and
excellent production value. The loner stays in an apartment in Rome’s old
residential neighborhood of Garbatella, and the movie makes the contrast
between his inner and outer worlds palpable. However, you may wonder
where the movie was filmed. Also, is the story ripped from a true-crime
incident that took place in Italy? Let us find out!

Is The Turning Point Based on A True Story?

No, ‘The Turning Point’ is not based on a true story. However, the depiction
of mental health issues in the screenplay penned by Roberto Cimpanelli and
Gabriele Scarfone is quite realistic. For his first feature-length venture, the
director Riccardo Antonaroli looked for something youthful and exuberant. He
recalled that the script mirrored what he was looking for in a first feature.
Even the fictional characters in the narrative hold elements that left a lasting
impression in Antonaroli’s mind.

In an interview, the director sounded fortunate and grateful that such a project
came along for his first feature film. The film is branded as a story of two



recluses, but the loner forming an empathetic bond with his captor is a classic
case of Stockholm Syndrome.While the term expresses complex emotions, it
is essentially a coping mechanism to counter abusive or captive situations.
Over time, people with the condition tend to develop sympathizing feelings
towards their captors.

Moreover, depression and anxiety disorders are also more prevalent in
contemporary times than the urge among people to talk about them. To move
together as a progressive society, it is imperative to destigmatize mental health
issues through a collaborative and communicative approach. Antonaroli’s
‘The Turning Point’ manages to pull it off quite beautifully.

Behind its layers of meaning, the film may also be considered a treatise on masculinity in the vein
of ‘Fight Club.” However, through the delicate handling of the material, the director has strayed
from such associations. Moreover, the lead cast ensemble owned up to their roles to create the
seamless chemistry of the movie. Thus, even if the story’s scope is fictional, the creative forces
behind it have managed to wrap the story in commendable realism.

Ludovico’s Life?

Directed by Riccardo Antonaroli, The Turning Point (Italian crime Movie; La Svolta) on Netflix
tries to combine two genres: improbable buddy comedy and scowling mafia drama. The film won't
transform the way we think about mental iliness or kidnapper-abductee relationships, but it does
demonstrate a willingness to push the boundaries of comparable genre films. All of this, as well as
romance and mob power battles, is crammed into 90 minutes. In its best moments, “The Turning
Point” allows you to identify with and feel for the characters. This link is maybe a little fading at the
excitement at the end, but it is still a fun movie to watch.

The scene opens with two elderly garbage collectors arguing on a wet night in a relatively wealthy
Italian suburb. Ludovico (Brando Pacittois) is a late-20s introvert with low self-esteem and serious
anxiety. His father visits him and is plainly concerned by his son’s lack of progress in life and his lazy
and postponing habits. A forty years man enters Flamingo bar with a suitcase full of cash from an
unknown source. A young man steals this bag and flees on his motorcycle, chasing after the owner.
The burglar, Jack (Andrea Lattanzi), is about to depart when his bike slides on the wet road owing to
oncoming traffic. He flees through tiny alleys and hides behind a clump of garbage bins by the side of
the road. As Ludovico exits an adjacent building to dispose of trash, Jack seizes him and forces him to
his house. Ludovico is terrified and can only obey, leading the robber into his apartment. Jack senses
something is wrong with the man and goes to his aid, giving Ludovico his anxiety medicine, and then
takes a few drops himself. In exchange for keeping quiet and letting him stay in his apartment for a
time, he pledges to gift his host 5,000 euros. Meanwhile, Mario, the pursuer, discovers a stack of
money that has spilled from the bag on the street and realizes that Jack is hidden within the apartment
buildings. He instantly tells his guys and orders twenty of them to assemble in front of the house to
monitor all in and out movements. From his apartment window, Jack witnesses this and thinks that his
escape will not be as easy as he had hoped.



How Does Jack Change Ludovico’s Life?

Initially, a burden, Jack’s presence in Ludovico’s residence gradually becomes a turning point in his
hostage’s life when he locks him in a bedroom and uses his resources and clothes. First, he ejects
Ludovico from his apartment to steal food from his neighbor. As Ludovico watches his neighbor and
crush, Rebecca (Ludovica Martino), being harassed by her toxic boyfriend whom she has been
trying to dump for a long time, he becomes fearful and worried. Despite his lustful wife being
present, Jack and his friend successfully steal food from the neighbor’s fridge on their second
attempt. Ludovico seems to like the excitement, and the two develop a bond. In addition to fixing his
house’s neon lights, Jack pushes him to mend a shelf he has been ignoring for a long time. Even
though the thief initially tries to hide Ludovico’s comic books, Ludovico reveals that drawing is his
true love and he wants to publish his own comic book. Jack encourages Ludovico and pushes him to
quit his economics study and follow his passion for comic books full-time. Finally, he offers him
money from the stolen bag to help him publish his book and asks him to send him half of the

proceeds.

Taking
away his keys and mobile phone, Jack realizes something is wrong with the man and rushes to
help him, giving Ludovico his anxiety medicine, and then himself taking a few drops of it. He
then even gives his host a stack of five thousand euros and promises to gift it to him if he keeps
quiet and lets him stay in his apartment for a while.



Meanwhile, on the street, the pursuer, Mario, finds a stack of money that has fallen off from
the bag and realizes that Jack is hiding somewhere inside the apartment buildings. He quickly
informs his men and orders twenty of them to gather in front of the residence to monitor
every movement in and out. Jack notices this from the apartment window and realizes that
his getaway won’t be as quick as he wants.

Who Does The Money Actually Belong To?

The Flamingo bar is revealed to be the safehouse of a vicious mobster named Caino, and Mario
1s just a goon in his gang who was handling a transfer of money. The bag was a payment
intended to reach Caino that he was bringing to his leader when it got picked oft by Jack.

As the four new friends have a wonderful time at dinner in Rebecca’s apartment, Caino himself
gets ready to come and deal with Jack. Late into the evening, Ludovico finally builds up the
courage to show his comic illustrations to Rebecca, and the two even share a kiss. Ludovico
comes down to his apartment to take the drawings back upstairs, but he takes much longer
than usual to return. Jack jokingly suggests that his friend is nervous enough to get lost on the
stairs, and he decides to go check on him.
